The University of Texas Medical Branch (UTMB Health) Internal Audit department conducted
an assessment of the UTMB Health’s Correctional Managed Care (CMC) Medical Device
Security. The objective of the audit was to assess the security and management of medical
devices used by CMC clinics. The focus was on medical devices that have IT network, data
processing, and data storage capabilities.
