ordinary operating expenses of the college. 

2. A donation to the Foundation may be made for 
a specific purpose and may be given the name of the donor 
or other designation specified by the donor; e.g. the 
Richard Doe Fund cf the Fine Arts Foundation; or may 
be given as undesignated funds which shall be used in 
accordance with provisions hereinafter set out. 

S. The Board of Regents shall hold, manage, 
control, sell, exchange, lease, convey, mortage or 
otherwise encumber, invest or reinvest, and generally 
shall have power to dispose of in any manner and for 
any consideration and on any t arms the said gifts, 
funds, orproperty in their discretion and shall from 
time to time pay out of the income, or if the income 
be insufficient, out of the principal, all expenses 
of trust and all expenditures incurred in furthering 
the Purposes of the trust.

This 
latter application~as required to be accompanied by 
assurances that the portion of the Federal Grant of 
$52~,C00.00 out of future Federal appropriations should 
be underwritten by the Owner or by somec~on behalf of the 
O~-ner. The Trustees cf the M. D. Anderson Foundation 
thereupon very generously ~ade an underwriting grant in the 
amount of $525,C00.00, and ~his fact was certified to the 
Department of Health along with the revised application. 

On Monday, November 20, 19~0, we were informed by tele- 
phone that Part 4, Project Conztruction Application had 
been approved and that the Owner was authorized tc 
award contracts and issue work orders. Subsequently, 
written confirmation was received, and the Architect 
was requested to proceed at once with the preparation 
of the necessary contract documents and submit them 
for signature to the Contractor• 

in due course, a contract and bond was received from 
the Contractor, signed on behalf of the University by 
the Chairman of the Board of Regents and approved by 
the State Board of Control. Executed copies of the 
contract were distributed by mall late Wednesday, November 
29, and the Architect has been requested to proceed 
with the issuance of a work order. 

Certain additional authorizations should be given by
