During the  i n s t a l l a t i o n  of t h e  new f i r e  l i n e s ,  t h e  water was drained out  
of the  e x i s t i n g  s to rage  tanks i n  order  t h a t  the  hook-up could be made. 
It was found t h a t  the  tanks were i n  very  poor condi t ion  i n s i d e  and needed 
t o  be sandblasted and coated with epoxy i n  order  t o  put  them i n  s a t i s -  
f ac to ry  condi t ion  fo r  continued use ,  a l l  a t  a  est imated c o s t  of $2,000.00. 
Although t h e  con t rac t  award included a $5,000.00 Contingency Allowance, 
a l l  bu t  $141.00 of t h i s  amount has a l r eady  been used f o r  o the r  contin-  
gencies  which arose  during the  performance of the  work involved i n  the  
con t rac t .
